Auditory Brainstem Response (ABR) testing is a routine clinical procedure performed on adults and children.  This test does not pose any risks or side-effects, and  is not painful.

ABR testing allows us to measure the integrity of the hearing pathway from the inner ear through part of the brainstem.  It will give your physician more information regarding the transmission of sound along your auditory (hearing) nerve.  ABR is an objective test which can provide information regarding softest level that the auditory system can transmit.  The ABR is also useful in providing information regarding a patient that experiences tinnitus, vertigo and/or difference of hearing between ears.

Surface electrodes will be taped to your ears and on your head.  You will hear clicking sounds in your ears.  Please dress comfortably, as you will be lying down for apprimately one hour.  Sleep will be encouraged for the test.

There is no need to discontinue your medications.  Please follow your prescriptions as usual.

Important Billing Information:  The charge for this test is $300.00.  If you have insurance which will cover this test, we will file charges for you.  Any remaining balance after the insurance pays will be the patient’s responsibility.
